Secondary Two & Three 1. The yearly English examination results will serve as the first criterion for
allocation.

2. Parents’ and students’ willingness regarding the allocation to
English-medium class will be considered.

Other supplementary measures:

1. Organize Summer Bridging Program.

2. Provide students with EMI Learning Kit and students can access to the Kit through e-class.

3. Provide remedial classes after school to help students with difficulties in learning with English.
4. Enrich the English learning environment by organizing a variety of English activities.
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
